Thank you for applying for an audition for The Lowry Young Actors Company.  Please take note of the information below and if you have any questions about the process or would like some more information then feel free to give us a call.

What will I need to do for the Audition?

You will need to prepare two short speeches by heart.  Usually we ask for a classical piece and a modern piece.  But don’t worry about this too much.  Do the speeches you like best or feel most comfortable with.  Try to do speeches which show a contrast of styles and abilities.

Each speech must be no longer than 1.5 minutes in length 

· The classical piece should selected from one of the following playwrights: William Shakespeare,  George Bernard Shaw, Oscar Wilde and Anton Chekhov.

· A modern piece written post 1980s which should be in its original format. 

What is the audition format?

The workshop begins with a workshop for all those attending, followed by individuals delivering their speeches to the audition panel in private.  
Where will the auditions take place?
The auditions will be held in the Studio at the Lowry Pier 8 Salford Quays Salford.  When you come to the Lowry make your way to the studio.  The staff at The Lowry information desk will show you where to go.

What else do I need to be prepared for the audition? 

Sensible Clothing 

Please wear comfortable loose fitting clothing in which you can comfortably move in a drama studio.
A Current Photograph and completed Audition Form

Attach a photo to the audition form included and bring both the photo and the form with you, making sure it is signed be parent or guardian.

What has if I am successful and I am offered a place in the company?

The Lowry Young Actors Company will meet every Saturday at The Lowry from 2-5pm. Fees are paid termly and the costs are £8 or £6 for Salford Residents. No member will be excluded on the grounds they cannot afford fees, therefore bursaries are available upon application.
